●​ Sell to friends, family, co-workers, and teammates. For safety reasons, we are not encouraging 

door-to-door sales. Students will not be selling chocolates at school. 
●​ Make cheques payable to RC Talmey Parent Advisory Council and include your child’s name and 

division on the memo line. If paying cash, please exchange smaller coins for larger bills when 
possible.

●​ Money Collection: Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays from 8:30–8:45 a.m. at the main entrance, 

March 9–April 6 (excluding Spring Break)

One case will be sent home with the youngest or only child in each family. After selling the first case, 
students may request additional cases. If you are unable to participate, please return the unopened case as 
soon as possible so another family can have the opportunity.
